CENTRAL POINTS: 
 

 Leader Reid’s Disaster Supplemental provides $6.9 billion in disaster relief funding, 
including $804 million in emergency funding for Fiscal Year 2011.  
 

 We must do everything we can to get the economy moving again, create jobs and 
reduce the deficit.  But we cannot let politics in Washington bog down recovery 
efforts for the hundreds of thousands of families and businesses across America that 
have been devastated by an unprecedented series of floods, tornadoes, hurricanes, 
wildfires and other natural disasters. 

 
 This year alone, we have had record flooding on the Mississippi and Missouri Rivers 

and other rivers in the Midwest and Northeast, devastating tornados in the South, 
wildfires in the South and West, and now Hurricane Irene and Tropical Storm Lee.  
The Commerce Department estimates that there have been ten disasters this year 
that each caused over $1 billion in damage and Hurricane Irene is one of those ten 
major storms.  Since January 1, the President has issued disaster declarations in 48 
states, and the hurricane season is not yet over. 

 
 Even though the federal government has long provided assistance after natural 

disasters like this one, some are willing to slow down relief efforts in order to score 
political points.   

 
 This is a recipe for gridlock, and it's just plain wrong. 

 
 That is why many Republican governors from Irene-affected states—such as 

Governor McDonnell from Virginia and Governor Christie from New Jersey—have 
blasted attempts to politicize disaster aid.  And that is why six Republican Senators 
joined Democrats in voting to proceed to disaster relief last night.   

 
 Our number one goal should be to deliver help to our fellow Americans as quickly as 

possible, not play politics with much-needed rescue efforts.   
 

 
 
 



BACKGROUND 
 
In February, the President requested $1.8 billion in disaster funding in his FY 2012 budget request.  On 

June 2, the House of Representatives passed its Homeland Security Appropriations bill, H.R. 2017, which 

included $3.65 billion for FEMA’s Disaster Relief Fund.  That is nearly double the $1.8 billion the 

Administration initially requested for FY 2012.  On September 7, the Senate Appropriations Committee 

passed the FY 2012 Homeland Security Appropriations bill, which included $6 billion in disaster relief.  The 

Senate’s version, which was adopted before the White House made its supplemental request, provides $2.3 

billion in disaster relief above the House-passed bill. 

 

On September 9, the President requested $500 million in emergency supplemental money for FY 2011 to 

replenish the Disaster Relief Fund, as well as an additional $4.6 billion on top of his initial request of $1.8 

billion for FY 2012 in disaster assistance. 

 

In just the last two weeks, FEMA has spent $365 million from the Disaster Relief Fund for Hurricane Irene 

and other disasters.  As of September 15, FEMA’s Disaster Relief Fund has only $351 million for the 

remainder for FY 2011.  When the Disaster Relief Fund falls below the $800 million threshold, it operates 

on an immediate needs funding basis.  As a result, FEMA has temporarily suspended approving new 

applications for aid and reconstruction for all past disasters.  The agency is now dangerously close to 

running out of money, potentially one week prior to the end of the fiscal year.  Currently, forty states and 

three territories have over $387 million of disaster recovery projects on hold as a result of the lack of 

funding. 

 

KEY FIGURES 

 Leader Reid’s Disaster Supplemental provides $6.9 billion in disaster relief funding.  

 

 For Fiscal Year (FY) 2011, the bill provides $804 million in emergency funding.  That includes $500 
million as requested by the President for the Federal Emergency Management Agency’s (FEMA) 
Disaster Recovery Fund and $304 million is for the Corps of Engineers. 
 

 For FY 2012, the Supplemental provides $6.1 billion to continue ongoing recovery efforts and to 
respond to recent disasters.   
 

 Included in the Supplemental is $5.1 billion for the Disaster Relief Fund, as requested by the 
President -- $500 million as an emergency supplemental for FY 2011 and $4.6 billion for FY 2012. 

 
 The bill also provides $1.349 billion for the Corps of Engineers.  Of that, $304 million is for 

emergency FY 2011 spending and $1.045 billion for FY 2012. 
 

 The supplemental provides $266 million in FY 2012 funding to the Department of Agriculture 
through the Emergency Conservation Program ($78 million), the Emergency Watershed Protection 
Program ($139 million), and the Emergency Forest Restoration Program ($49 million). 
 

 Also included in the Supplemental is $135 million in FY 2012 funding for Economic Development 
Administration (EDA) grants to assist communities affected by major natural disasters in 2011 to 
rebuild damaged and destroyed infrastructure.
